It has gained prominence recently
due, in part, to big data, or t in speed, size, and variety of data businesses are now
collecting.

The Types of Artificial Intelligence (Al)

Reactive machines.
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Anexample is Deep Blue, the IBM chess program that beat Garry Kasparov in the 1990s. Deep
Blue can identify pieces on the chess board and make predictions, but it has no memory and
cannot use past experiences to inform future ones. It analyzes possible moves — its own and its
opponent and chooses the most strategic move. Deep Blue and Google’s AlphaGO were
designed for narrow purposes and cannot easily be applied to another situation.

Limited memory.
